
16 days Kigali - Zanzibar Island 

Rainforests & Reefs

Visiting: Rwanda, Tanzania 

Trek deep in the mountain gorillas' forest
habitat, Parc National des Volcans, to sit
with a gorilla family led by a dominant adult
male, the silverback, during our first days
in Rwanda. View golden monkeys and Dian
Fossey's grave. Reflect at the Genocide
Memorial and enjoy time in local markets
and a children's orphanage and Batwa
village. 

Leaving the land of “a thousand hills” for
Tanzania we travel below Lake Victoria. The
scenery changes as we head on to the
endless plains of the Serengeti via the
Grumeti. Quite simply Serengeti offers
some of the best wildlife viewing on the
planet, the rich volcanic soils being the
base from which the migration is nurtured.
Large herds of wildebeest, zebra and
Thomson’s gazelle follow seasonal rains
each year heading south in order to settle
on the nourishing grasslands. Large
predators including lion, cheetah and
hyena are drawn by the abundance of prey.
The famous Ngorongoro Conservation Area
is found beside the Serengeti. Four days
are allocated for game drives and
overnight camps under the African stars.
We also stop over in a Maasai village and
school.

Our safari finishes on the barefoot
paradise of Zanzibar Island. Wander the

winding passageways of Stone Town and browse the Swahili
bazaars, sip fruit cocktails as dhows sail into the harbour at
sunset and enjoy the evening food markets. Snorkelling and dive
excursions to Mnemba Atoll and other sites to enjoy a wide
variety of corals, tropical fish, and other larger species such as
turtles and dolphins. Visit Prison Island with its Aldabra tortoise.
Swim with turtle, sunset cruises, visit Jozani Forest, home to
Zanzibar’s rare red colobus monkeys. Four dazzling days in the
sun to relax on the beach and swim. The spice island of Zanzibar
is a tropical paradise of white sand palm-fringed beaches, azure
waters and colourful coral reefs, a perfect place to finish your
overland safari.
